Trustees’ Report

June 2010

     The trustees met on June 2nd with Dave Dexter, Teresa Sassaman, Pat Crawford, and Dan Van Deventer in attendance.  Kathy Caufield and Richard Upole were also in attendance.
The “to do” list was reviewed with the following updates:

· CLC Water fountain leak – closed

· Church records storage – closed

· CLC vent covers – Pat to check with Matt on status

· Inventory review – closed

· Sanctuary AV system – On hold for second side.  First side has been completed.

· Church Phone system – on hold

· FH chair rack wheels – Dave to look at

· Gas Leak – closed

· Siding missing near FH door – missing piece not located. Dave to look at purchasing new piece. Kathy mentioned the stain is in the CLC closet.

· CLC Men’s bathroom leak – Dave to look at

· FH Faucet replacement – Teresa and Gordon purchase faucet, Dave to install.

· Walkway dropoff near FH door – closed

· Downspout connector on office entry side – closed

· Replace light fixtures (Narthex and copy room) – Teresa and Gordon to donate the cost of electrician services to replace.  Kathy mentioned GB would chip in the cost of the fixture in the copy room.

Waterflow test was conducted – one of the two valves in the “pit” out front of the church failed.  Teresa to schedule Marco to fix and retest.
Air conditioner condenser – reported late May.  Part is on order; fix to be scheduled when part is in.

Richard brought copies of recommended Ad Council updates to the Facilities Use policy.  Trustees are to review and decide on whether to accept recommended changes or to modify them.  Richard to send a copy of his reco’s to John Laager for comment from a legal perspective. One suggestion was to ask Diana to include a signature line on the contract template acknowledging receipt of the policies regarding Premises and Property Rules.  This would eliminate the need to keep a copy of the rules with individual signatures, but still allow for a signature indicating they were read and accepted.
